Refunds
When can we refund?
In instances where

e the event, subject, goods, etc, does not go ahead or are not supplied

e the student leaves the school prior to taking possession of goods/events that have been paid for

e thestudentis unable to attend an event due to illness/medical and has provided a medical certificate

e asupplier agrees to the refund on behalf of the school

e if the school decides the student may not attend or participate in an event due to behaviour or other issues,
then a partial or full refund may be possible, dependant on the date the decision is made and/or any other
financial considerations

When can’t we refund?
In instances where

e the service/goods/event has been booked and paid for by the school based on the agreement that the student
will attend or purchase
e the goods have been used and are no longer in a state for refund or are not faulty.
